Oak Knoll Coalition
Bylaws
Purpose
To provide oversight of, and input into, issues that have an impact on the greater Oak Knoll community.
Membership
1. Member Associations:

a.  Associations shall be members of the Oak Knoll Coalition upon a majority vote of the Coalition representatives.

b.  Associations seeking Oak Knoll Coalition membership shall have approval of their association’s governing body.

c.  Neighbors from areas without associations may attend meetings and participate in activities as associate representatives, upon a majority vote of the Coalition representatives.  The voting status of associate representatives shall be determined on a case-by-case basis, upon a majority vote of the Coalition representatives.
2. Association Voting Representatives:

Each member association’s governing body may select two voting representatives to the Oak Knoll Coalition.  
3. Voting Power:


a.  Each representative shall have one vote, for a maximum of two per association.
b.  No proxy voting.  Representatives shall be in attendance at Oak Knoll Coalition meetings to cast a vote.  A motion may be “called” and voted online only if agreed to by all voting representatives.
4.  Association Non-voting Representatives:

There is no limit to those who may attend and contribute to Coalition meetings and activities as non-voting associate representatives.  Non-voting associate representatives must meet the same “Conditions of Membership” as voting representatives.

Conditions of Membership

1.  New representatives shall be in agreement with the goals of the Coalition which currently are as follows:
a. Preservation of the ridge and knoll
b. Open space, tree, and creek preservation
c.  Public recreation opportunities
d.  Preservation of bordering undeveloped acreage.
e.  Reasonable density  (585-600) 
f.  Preservation of Club Knoll as a community center/library

2.  All representatives shall respect the determination of a majority vote.

a.  A majority vote on any given issue shall require all representatives, including the minority, to support the majority decision at public hearings, in written communications, and at any other public function that the representative/s attend as a Oak Knoll Coalition representative.

b. If an Oak Knoll Coalition representative can not support a majority decision, as described in paragraph 2(a), then that representative must resign and request the appropriate HOA or Neighborhood Association to select a replacement.
c. The Oak Knoll Coalition may remove a representative if he/she does not comply with paragraph 2(a).  A two-thirds vote shall be required for removal.
3.  All representatives shall be active participants.

Conflict of Interest and the Appearance Thereof

The Oak Knoll Coalition’s credibility with the community may be measured by a number of criteria, but one of the most important is our avoidance of conflicts of interest. 
1.  No member of the Coalition shall benefit, in any way, from a relationship with SunCal or any subsidiary of SunCal, or any institution or company which may have an independent benefit in the outcome of the Oak Knoll development. 
2.  The appearance of a conflict of interest can be just as damaging as an actual one. Therefore, it is the responsibility of Coalition members to disclose any such potential to the group.

3.  Prior to entering into any application, negotiation, or presentation to SunCal, a subsidiary of SunCal, or any institution or company which may have an independent benefit in the outcome of the Oak Knoll development-that would result in them benefiting in any manner-
Coalition representatives shall disclose their intentions and resign from the Coalition. 

Quorum

1.  A Quorum shall consist of 51% (fifty one percent) of the current voting membership.

Meetings
1.  A monthly meeting shall be held on the last Tuesday of every month.

2.  The location of the monthly meeting shall be determined by a majority of Coalition  representatives and noticed at least two weeks prior to the last Tuesday of every month.

3.  Special meetings. 

a.  Special meetings may be called from time to time. 

b.  Special meetings shall require a majority vote of Coalition representatives.

c.  Special meetings shall be noticed, with date and location, at least five days prior to meeting date. 

Amendments

1.  The Oak Knoll Coalition bylaws may be amended from time to time.

2.  Amendments shall require a two-thirds vote of Coalition representatives.
